It wasmade of acacia wood, overlaid with clean gold with mouldings all around and had rings under
the moulding for the pas that would be used to carry thlgold slaughteiplace.

Thegolden slaughterplaceis listed last because we cannot come to #@ugher-placeof incense
until our hearts have come into agreement withR fs \Says and our minds having been
transformed and setapart before Him.

Thegold slaughteiplaceof incense will not function within us until this happens, thus the
description of thegold slaughteiplacefollows after the pattern of the tabernacléurnishings and
the garments of the priesthood ataught, as it is thedigh Priestvho approaches thslaughter
placeof incense on behalf of the people.
